For His Glory
A Message from Psalm 19

Today’s message out of Psalm 19 is
directly related to how God’s character is
revealed in His creation. So, we are
going to be exploring some of these
facets of acknowledging how He is our
“God Creator” and worthy to be praised
for His wonderful artistry highlighted in
our text today.

Our three points for today’s message.
1. Creation speaks to God’s
glory. (verses 1-6)
2. God’s word reveals His glory.
(verses 7-11)
3. We reveal God’s glory. (verses
12-14)

We may ask the question — How can my
life glorify God? And for the believer the
answer is found in our obedience.
Obedience to give God our worship,
obedience in following His word, and
lastly to carry on a meaningful
relationship with Him.

Remember as John Piper said - “We
were made to glory in the Lord and be
satisfied in Him.”
