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Pastor Mike LeClaire’s NOTES: 

James 3 highlights the great power 
of the tongue - though small, it can 
guide, heal, or destroy.  Just as a bit 
steers a horse and a rudder directs a 
chip, our words shape our lives and 
influence others.  Yet unlike animals 
that can be tamed, the tongue is 
uniquely hard to control. This shows 
that speech isn’t just about discipline 
- it’s about the condition of the heart.  
Without the Holy Spirit’s help, our 
words often reflect pride, anger, or 
confusion. 

James also exposes the 
inconsistency of our speech - we 
praise God one moment and tear 
down others the next.  Like a spring 
that shouldn’t produce both fresh and 
bitter water, our mouths shouldn’t 
bless and curse.  True faith should be 
reflected in consistent, gracious 
words.  A heart aligned with God will 
produce speech marked by love, 
truth, and integrity. 

Ultimately, James isn’t just warning 
against careless words - he’s calling 
us to a transformed heart and life.  
Our words reveal who we are.  
Teachers and leaders especially bear 
responsibility for the impact of their 
speech.  We must daily submit our 
hearts and tongues to God, letting 
the spirit guide us.  Then our words 
can bless others, reflect Christ, and 
glorify God.
