//\/ Two Wisdoms One Choice

Pastor Mike LeClaire’s NOTES: NOTES:

James contrasts two kinds of
wisdom: one from God and one
from the world.

Heavenly wisdom is pure, humble,
peace-loving and full of mercy. It
produces lives that reflect Christ and
bring peace to others. Peacemakers
who live by God’s wisdom show they
are truly His children, guided by the
Holy Spirit and bearing spiritual fruit.

Worldly wisdom, on the other
hand, is driven by envy, pride and
selfish ambition.

It is earthly, fleshly and even
demonic, leading to conflict, division
and spiritual emptiness. James
warns that the root of fights and strife
is not other people but our own sinful
desires. Even our prayers can go
unanswered when our motives are
selfish. Choosing the world means
turning away from God — the two
cannot mix.

Still, God offers hope through His
grace.

Though He resists the proud, He
gives grace to the humble to those
who surrender and depend on Him.
God’s Spirit longs for our full
devotion, and His grace empowers
us to live wisely, love sincerely and
walk in peace with Him and others.
