The Setting and Authority of Jesus
(Matthew 5:1-2)

Matthew 5 opens the Sermon on the

Mount, where Jesus, like a greater
Moses, ascends a mountain to teach.

Sitting down, He speaks with divine

authority, addressing His disciples while
the crowds listen in. This shows the

kingdom message is for committed

followers, yet open to all who will hear
and respond.

The Beatitudes: Kingdom Character
(Matthew 5:3-12)

The Beatitudes describe the heart of a

true disciple—humble, merciful, pure,

and peacemaking. Though the world
may reject them, Jesus calls them

blessed, promising both present

comfort and future reward. These values

flip worldly priorities, highlighting the
spiritual nature of God’s kingdom.

Fulfilling the Law and Righteous
Living (Matthew 5:13-16)

Disciples are called to be salt and light,

impacting the world with truth and grace.
People who follow God's ways are

meant to make a positive difference in

the world—like salt that adds flavor and

light that helps others see. Just as salt is
useless if it loses its taste, people lose

their purpose if they don't live out their

faith. Instead, they should openly do
good so that others see their actions and

are inspired to honor God.
