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Pastor Tim Mandich NOTES: Today’s 
message can be a difficult one for the 
believer. We have Matthew Chapter 7 to work 
through, and there are two topics that we can 
be uncomfortable with regarding their 
application to our unsaved family or friends. 

I’m sure you’ll find our first point strait 
forward, with good application for us to keep 
in mind as we interact with others.  

The next two points are more challenging. 
Enter by the narrow gate topic is all about 
Jesus making the statement that 
narrow is the gate and difficult is the way, 
which leads to life and there are few who find 
it. And maybe we shouldn’t be surprised by 
His statement when you consider that in 
2025, approximately 32.3% of the world's 
population identifies as Christian according to 
a Google Search online. The search went on 
to say that the Center for the Study of Global 
Christianity estimates this group includes 
over 2.64 billion people. I’m no expert on 
these statistics, but what if in reality this isn’t 
a fact at all and there are many fewer in 
numbers. Well, we can be sure there are 
reasons for the over confidence of some that 
they are saved and destined for heaven. 

The words found in verses 21-23 ‘I never 
knew you; depart from Me, you who practice 
lawlessness!’ are directed to those who were 
acting like believers but were not. In fact, 
Jesus says plainly “Not everyone who says to 
Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ shall enter the kingdom of 
heaven, but he who does the will of My 
Father in heaven. And here we have a topic 
that will require some exegesis. None of us 
could imagine standing before the Lord one 
day and hearing those words. How 
frightening would that be? In reality if our lives 
are committed to Him and we are bearing fruit 
for the Kingdom we won’t be. With all biblical 
topics it’s best to understand these issues, so 
we too can warn others not to be counted as 
those who are playing the part of a Christian, 
but in reality are not.
