1 Kings 18:19-46
The More The World Changes, The More It Stays The Same
Faith or lack of is the major issue for all parties
Pastor Mike LeClaire

In a time of deep spiritual NOTES:
drought, Elijah confronted Ahab
and the false prophets of Baal on
Mount Carmel. Before all Israel,
he proposed a test: the God who
answers by fire, He is God. The
prophets of Baal cried out all day,
but nothing happened. Then
Elijah repaired the LORD’s altar,
soaked the sacrifice with water,
and prayers for God to reveal
Himself. Fire instantly fell from
heaven, consuming everything,
and the people cried, “The LORD
He is God!" Elijah ordered the
false prophets seized, ending
their deception and restoring the
nation’s worship.

Afterward, Elijah prayed again,
and the long-awaited rain
returned-ending the drought and
marking Israel’s spiritual renewal.
The event shows God’s
supremacy, the emptiness of
idols, and the power of one
faithful servant. Just as fire and
rain confirmed God’s covenant
mercy, believers today see in
Christ the same truth-God still
answers, still turns hearts back to
Himself, and still strengthens His
people to stand for Him in a
changing world.
