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1 Kings 17:1-24	
From Old To New	
Growing in Faith	

Pastor Mike LeClaire	
Elijah’s prayer for the widow’s 
son in 1 Kings 17 shows that the 
power of prayer comes from 
faith, not from method.  When he 
stretched himself over the child, 
it wasn’t a ritual to copy, but an 
expression of compassion and 
trust in God’s power to restore 
life.  The miracle happened, 
because Elijah prayed with 
sincere dependence on God’s 
will.  His story reminds us that 
prayer aligns our hearts with 
God’s purposes, not our own 
techniques. 

Today, through Christ, we pray by 
faith, not imitation.  We don’t 
repeat Elijah’s actions;  we rely 
on the authority of Jesus, who 
has all power in heaven and on 
earth (Matthew 28:18). Our 
prayers are effective, because 
the Holy Spirit empowers and 
intercedes for us (Romans 
8:26-27).  Like Elijah, we pray 
earnestly, but now with greater 
confidence - knowing that the 
One who hears us is Himself the 
Resurrection and the Life (John 
11:25).
