Unbiblical spiritual warfare shifts
focus from Christ to demons,
rituals, and extra-biblical practices,
while Scripture directs believers to
God’s authority and sovereignty.

The bible warns against fixation on
demonic activity and teaches that
resisting the devil begins with
submission to God. Spiritual
authority does not come from
formulas or naming spirits, but
from a genuine relationship with
Christ, who has already defeated
Satan. Believers live from His
victory, not striving to obtain power.

Biblical spiritual warfare is lived out

through obedience, faith, and
renewal of the mind.

The armor of God represents
gospel realities-truth,
righteousness, peace, faith,
salvation, God’s Word, and prayer-
practiced daily rather than
ritualized.

Though Scripture acknowledges
spiritual opposition, it emphasizes
resisting sin, false teaching, and
the flesh in a fallen world. Christ
has disarmed all spiritual powers at
the cross, and believers are called
to stand firm in His finished work.
