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Daniel 6:1-28	
Guarding The Church From False Teaching (NAR)	

Pastor Mike LeClaire	
This message teaches that Jesus 
Christ rules His Church through the 
sufficient and final Word of God, 
not through modern apostles, 
prophets, or new revelation.  

The original Apostles and Prophets 
were uniquely commissioned by 
Christ to lay the once-for-all 
foundation of the Church through 
their teaching and the writing of 
Scripture. That foundation is 
complete and cannot be repeated. 
Any ministry roles today function 
only to serve and build up the 
church under Scripture’s 
authority, not to add doctrine or 
claim apostolic authority.  

Prophecy must be tested, fully 
accountable, and always submit to 
Scripture—experience and 
personal impressions never 
override truth. 

The message also rejects NAR 
dominion theology and the Seven 
Mountain Mandate, showing that 
God’s Kingdom advances through 
the gospel, not societal control. 
Jesus said His kingdom is not of 
this world and commissioned the 
church to make disciples, not rule 
culture. Scripture teaches that 
before Christ returns there will be 
both increasing deception and 
persecution and a true global 
harvest of souls. The church 
does not establish the kingdom—
Christ Himself will return to do 
that.
