The Game Changing Reality of the Resurrection

This passage from Luke and 
Matthew emphasizes the reality 
and significance of Jesus’ 
resurrection, showing that He 
rose bodily and physically 
interacted with His disciples. 
Even after seeing Him alive, the 
disciples still felt doubt and fear, 
showing how remarkable and 
real the resurrection was. Jesus 
patiently reassured them, 
opened their underrating of 
Scripture, and prepared them 
for the mission ahead, pointing 
to the coming empowerment of 
the Holy Spirit as essential for 
bold and effective witness.

The Message also emphasizes 
the Great Commission, where 
Jesus, with all authority, 
commands His followers to 
make disciples of all nations, 
baptizing and teaching them. 
While the Holy Spirit dwells in 
every believer at Salvation, the 
Baptism of the Holy Spirit 
equips and empowers 
Christians to carry out God’s 
mission with boldness, 
guidance, and effectiveness, 
ensuring that Jesus’ presence 
and power continue to work 
through His Church to the ends 
of the earth.
